Why do we need your consent?

West Midlands Schools Athletics Association (WMSAA) requests the consent of parents/carers) to use photographs and videos of their child for a variety of different purposes.

Without your consent, WMSAA will not use photographs and videos of your child. Similarly, if there are only certain conditions under which you would like images and videos of your child to be used, WMSAA will abide by the conditions you outline in this form.

Why do you we use photographs and videos of your child?

West Midlands Schools Athletics Association (WMSAA) use photographs and videos of athletes to celebrate the achievements, to promote the West Midlands Schools Athletics Association (WMSAA) on social media and on the West Midlands Schools Athletics Association (WMSAA) website, West Midlands Schools Athletics Association (WMSAA) events, and for other publicity purposes in printed publications, such as newspapers etc.

Where the WMSAA uses images of individual athletes, the name of an athlete will not be displayed/used with the image in such a way as would allow the athlete to be individually identified, unless explicit permission is sought and given.

If, for example, an athlete has won an event and their parent/carer would like their name to be published alongside their photograph, explicit permission will be obtained prior to this.

West Midlands Schools Athletics Association (WMSAA)/or an approved supplier may take photographs or videos of individual athletes and groups to use on social media and WMSAA websites,
Who else uses photographs and videos of your child?

It is common that WMSAA is visited by media/press that WMSAA is working with directly, and who may take photographs or videos of WMSAA events, such as West Midlands Schools, Masons Trophy and English Schools.  Athletes will appear in these images and videos, and these may be published in local, regional or national newspapers, social media or on websites, and WMSAA social media/website.

Refreshing your consent

· Changes to a student’s circumstances, e.g. safeguarding requirements mean a student’s image cannot be used.

· Changes to parental/career consent, e.g. amending the provisions for which consent has been provided. 

Where you would like to amend the provisions for which consent has been provided, you must submit your request in writing to the West Midlands Schools Athletics Association (WMSAA) email address and for the attention of Darren Lewis (T&F Team Manager) A new form will be supplied to you to amend your consent accordingly and provide a signature.

Withdrawing your consent

Parents/carers have the right to withdraw their consent at any time. Withdrawing your consent will not affect any images or videos that have been shared/used prior to withdrawal.
